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Fuel Your Imagination With Glorious Photos of Odd Gas Stations 

This isnôt a good time for cross-country car 
rides.  Good thing John Margolies took a 
camera on his many road trips.

The service station in Ukiah, California, photo-
graphed in 1991, is made from the trunks of giant 
redwoods.  John Margolies/Library of Congress 
Prints and Photographs Division. 

In 1936, a strange and eye-popping structure came to the Northern California town of Ukiah.  The Redwood Tree 
Service Station was fashioned from wizened, gargantuan trunks, which were chopped down, hauled 17 miles, and 
outfitted with toilets and other cash registers.  The station was hewed from a tree 17-5 feet in diameter, the Ukiah 
Daily Journal reported; the adjacent bathrooms were made from a different giant.  The station was quite a sight for 
travelers with dwindling gasoline or brimming bladders. 
 
John Margolies showed up with his camera 55 years later.  The photographer and architecture critic was a dutiful and 
enthusiastic chronicler of roadside buildings, particularly playful or outre outposts where travelers replenished their 
supplies and ensured their vessels were ready to keep sailing along ribboning rivers of asphalt.  In the late 1960s, 
American roadsides were dotted with some 236,000 such gasoline or service stations, according to the researchers 
John Jakle and Keith Sculle.  Many of Margoliesôs portraits of these structures were rounded up into a 1995 book, 
Pump and Circumstance:  Glory Days of the Gas Station;  more than 11,700 of his photographs are now in the col-
lection of the Library of Congress. 
 
The vast trove of images evokes a time when road trips reigned, and travelers watched summertime landscapes blur 
past with the windows down and maps spread across their laps.  In a season when coronavirus pandemic is keeping 
millions of people close to home, dreaming of vistas and less-heavy hearts, Margoliesôs pitstop photographs offer a 
minute of escape just as refreshing as standing in front of a blasting air conditioner.  Atlas Obscurra rounded up a 
few from the Library of Congress collection. 

At the Hat nôBoots gas station, photographed in Seattle in 
1977, the bathrooms were tucked into the heel of  

fabulously huge footwear.

AUGUST MODEL A TECH TIPS

1. If you are running a Compression check on your Engine and the Rubber Plug on the end of the Gage is too small 
to seal the Spark Plug hole, find a old two piece Plug and discard the Center Electrode.  Use the bottom part as an 
Adapter to stick the gauge in.  Before checking, remove all of the Plugs, and put several squirts of oil in each cyl-
inder.  Check  to make sure it is between 60-90ï PSI, and be within 5 PSI of the other Cylinders.  The high read-
ing, will depend on if you have a standard or High Compression Head. 

 
2. If you have a Fuse Holder on the Starter, it is very hard to remove the Fuse.  A simple fix is to place a Tie Wrap 
around the Fuse.  All you have to do is grab the protruding end and pull it out. 

 
3. When Torquing the Cylinder Head, ñDo Notò use a Gasket under the Upper Water Outlet, the Ears can be easily 
broken.  Take a flat File and dress down the Outlet and Head to make sure that the surfaces are flat.  Clean, and 
use Silicone Gasket Sealer.  Torque the same as the rest of the Head Nuts, I recommend 55 foot Pounds. 

 
4. If you have a rust problem stopping up the Carburetor, Buy a Wire Screen Filter that goes up into the Gas Tank, 
on top of the Gas Shut off Valve.  This will prevent rust from getting into the Tank Drain Hole. 

 
5. Starter cranking slow? , especially if you have Float A Motor Engine Mounts.  Run a Extra Battery Cable from 
the Transmission to the Frame Cross Member.  Burnish the Paint and Rust and use a Lock Washer on the Bolt 
and Nut to make a good ground. 

 
6. When installing Hub Caps, bend over half of the Tabs, (save the rest for later).  Place a dab of Silicone on the 
bent over Tabs to keep the Caps from rattling. 

 
7. If you have a Slant Windshield 31 Four Door Model A, it is hard to shut the Doors with the Windows up without 
pulling on the Door Handle and taking a chance on breaking it.  A good fix is to buy four 28-30 Four Door Win-
dow Pulls.  Drill two mounting holes near the center of each window frame and use Flat Head Screws to attach.  
This is the part Henry forgot to put on the 31 four doors.

1 pound cold cooked chicken (about 2 boneless breasts) 
6 tablespoons chopped parsley 
1/4 cup mayonnaise 
Salt, pepper 
8 slices homemade bread 
Chop chicken very fine, or mince.  Place chicken in bowl and mix in parsley and just enough mayonnaise to 
moisten mixture.  Season to taste with salt and pepper.  Slice bread very thin.  Makes sandwiches, wrap each 
in plastic wrap, then in paper napkin and tie with ribbon.  Makes 4 sandwiches.
